Based on recent data for our
City, as this is being written at the beginning of December, the
answer is "sales are up and prices have stabilized in Lighthouse
Point." The supporting data shows home sales year-to-date 2008
versus the same period in 2007 are slightly higher; but when
looking at October 2008 versus October 2007, sales are up almost
double.  November over November sales are about equal.

Lighthouse Point currently
has approximately 42
foreclosures or roughly 0.6% of
residential properties, far less
than most communities.  There
still appears to be a significant
number of buyers and viable
offers are constantly being
submitted.  Lighthouse Point
continues to be a very sought
after community and I believe
we all know why!

Nothing reduces property
values in a community faster
than un-maintained homes and
with all the foreclosures
happening, the challenge to us
is finding a way to continually
ensure all the properties in the
City look good.  Unfortunately,
once a home approaches
foreclosure the owner no
longer has a vested interest in
the home, and lawn or pool
maintenance is neglected.
